Abstract Primary schools are a social institution in which
children spend most of their daily lives.

FROM HIDDEN TO DETECTED AND REFLECTED: THE
DEVELOPMENT OF THE STELLA ONLINE TOOLSET FOR
DETECTING AND OVERCOMING GENDER STEREOTYPING IN
TEACHERS, STUDENTS, AND THEIR PARENTS

Abstract The STELLA online tool was developed as a response to the persistence of gender
stereotyping taking place both in the privacy of homes and in the school environment(s) in the form
of promoting stereotypical behavior as normal and natural, which remains unquestioned. Different
forms of online activities with advice and further explanations, in a modern, attractive way, are
adapted to individual audiences, and thus offer three target groups, students, teachers, and parents,
the opportunity to overcome gender stereotyping and to deepen their understanding about the
effects of the hidden curriculum in the classroom. The content of the activities follows empirical
guidelines created in a project studying focus groups of teachers in Slovenia and Serbia. After the
completed pre-test, which offered key content highlights, the goals and purposes of the project were
included in the design of the online tool in order to test for the presence of gender stereotypes and
their influence on the development of interests or choice of activities of male and female students;
gender stereotypes and personality traits of male and female students; the role of teaching staff in
overcoming gender stereotypes; gender stereotypes in teaching materials and teaching content, class
and hidden curriculum practices; gender stereotypes and pressures related to the appearance of gitls
and boys; school as a place of (re)production of gender stereotypes, such as formation of gender-
mixed groups; and violence in the classroom. The STELLA online tool is hosted on the project's
unified online platform, and is available in three languages, Slovenian, Serbian and English, to allow
for the successful dissemination and implementation of the tool.

University of Maribor, Faculty of Arts, Maribor, Department of Sociology, Slovenia
miran.lavtic@um.si, rudi klanjsek@um.si, andrej.naterer@um.si, vesna.korze@um.si
Abstract An investigation into gender stereotyping among
primary school teachers from 7 Serbian and 12 Slovenian primary
schools was carried out in spring 2022. We assessed the effects
of this intervention using an experimental study based on
pretest-posttest design. Within the pretest, 354 teachers from
participating schools completed an online survey on different
aspects of descriptive and prescriptive stereotyping of girls and
boys. Within the posttest, 287 teachers answered the same survey
questions. The comparison of pretest and posttest results
showed that the most commonly measured gender stereotypes
were less present within the posttest group. For example, girls
and boys were perceived as substantially less different in terms
of psychological traits like self-confidence, independent thinking,
resourcefulness, or emotional sensitivity.

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UCINKI CILJNE INTERVENCIJE NA SPOLNE STEREOTIPE MED
OSNOVNOSOLSKIMI UCITELJI IZ SRBIJE IN SLOVENIJE

Povzetek Intervencija za zmanjsanje spolnih stereotipov med osnovnosolskimi ucitelji iz dveh
stbskih in treh slovenskih osnovnih $ol je bila izvedena spomladi 2022. U¢inke intervencije smo
ocenili s kvazi-eksperimentalno $tudijo, ki je temeljila na pred-test/po-test pristopu. V okviru pred-
testa je skupno 354 uciteljev iz sodelujo¢ih $ol izpolnilo spletno anketo o razlicnih vidikih
deskriptivnih in perskriptivnih stereotipov o deklicah in deckih. Znotraj po-testa je skupno 287
uciteljev, ki so bili vkljuceni v intervencijo, odgovorilo na ista anketna vprasanja.

TRAINING SESSIONS AND WORKSHOPS IN PRIMARY SCHOOLS IN
SERBIA

Abstract A summary of The Stella project will be presented by the director of Branko Pesi¢ Primary
School in Zemun, Mr. Nenad Cirié. In Setbia, teacher training sessions were held in selected schools
with the aim of examining gender equality, showing that many problems related to stereotypes are
accepted as normal, and demonstrating that teachers have the power to influence and change
established opinion. Workshops based on the manual, adapted for age, were held with students from
the first to the eighth grades. The students were willing to participate and demonstrated that the
stereotypes they encounter are often carried from the home environment, and that they are open to
a world without stereotypes.

Povzetek Konec 19. in v zacetku 20. stoletja je v Mariboru
delovalo razen devetih osnovnih $ol tudi nekaj takih, ki so imele
za cilj mlada dekleta izobraziti za razlicne poklice (gospodinjska
sola) ali pa jim dati moznost izobrazevanja do mature in $e dlje
(Znidari¢ 2000). Ta krog moznosti izobrazevanja se je $iril do
Gradca, povezanega z Mariborom upravno in gospodarsko.
Tako moznosti $olanja kot gospodarski razcvet Maribora oz.
Slovenske Stajerske, na kar kaze povisanje urbanizacijske stopnje
(Vriser 1969), reflektirajo v avtenti¢nih zapisih iz mati¢nih knjig
vseh treh zupnij mesta Maribor, kjer so zapisovalci v razlicnih
formularjih zapisovali poklic ali stan prebivalcev.

Dieser Kreis der Ausbildungsmdglichkeiten wurde bis Graz
aufgrund  der  Verwaltungs- und  Wirtschaftsverbindungen  erweitert. ~ Sowohl  die
Ausbildungsméglichkeiten als auch die wirtschaftliche Entwicklung von Maribor bzw. der
damaligen Stidsteiermark, belegt am steigender Urbanisierung (Vriser 1969), reflektieren in den
authentischen Eintrigen in Personenstandsbiichern aller drei Pfarren in Maribor, wo in
verschiedenen Kontexten der Beruf und/oder der Stand einzelner Person notiert worden ist. Im
Beitrag beantworten wir anhand einer Analyse von Berufen, die in den Tauf- und Trauungsbiichern
vorkommen, die Frage, inwieweit die Personenstandsbticher die Ausbildungsméglichkeiten und die
wirtschaftliche Entwicklung der Stadt widerspiegeln. Es sind 4004 Eintrige aus den Taufbiichern
(1906 — 1912) und 1338 Eintrige aus den Trauungsbiichern (1900 — 1904) der Stadt Maribor
analysiert worden.

Abstract Although guaranteed fundamental rights and freedoms
by the Indian constitution, and efforts to improve education,
women in India continue to struggle with issues of dowry,
domestic violence, underemployment, social stigmas, and
regressive gender norms. They face many restrictions emanating
from contradictory ideals of what constitutes “tradition” and
“modernity” within the Indian social ethos. This dichotomy is
reflected in a dual value system wherein women are expected to
play traditional roles of daughter, wife, and mother even as they
seek gender equality in political participation, employment,
education, and wages. This presents a continuous imbalance
within their personal and professional roles, where women
struggle to establish their identity against widely prevalent gender
stereotypes. This presentation seeks to highlight this inherent
dichotomy in the existence of Indian women through a historical

and social perspective.

V $olskih ucbenikih in delovnih zvezkih Se vedno
opazamo spolno stereotipno prikazovanje deckov kot aktivnih,
pogumnih in mo¢nih in deklic kot pasivnih, mirnih in neznih. Se
posebej izrazito je to na mestih, kjer se prikazuje razlicne poklice.
Tretja oblika se odraza v samem govoru uciteljic in uciteljev.
Pogosto s primeri, ki jih med poucevanjem uporabljajo, nacinom
govora in uporabi izklju¢no moske slovni¢ne oblike, s katero
nagovarjajo vse otroke, pogosto nezavedno in nchote krepijo
spolne stereotipe.

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FORMS OF GENDER STEREOTYPING UPON CHILDREN'S ENTRY INTO
PRIMARY SCHOOL

Abstract Entering school is a turning point in children's lives. Children usually look forward to it,
as it represents their first step on the road to adulthood. At this time in their lives, their identity and
cognitive functioning are not yet fully developed, and they are susceptible to various influences.
School is a place to acquire knowledge, but it also educates through rules, tasks, teaching materials,
and a hidden curriculum.Gender stereotypes are present in elementary school in different ways.
Certain forms of gender stereotyping are found in kindergarten, and they are even more obvious in
clementary school. They can be divided into three forms: first, the school environment reflects
gender stereotypes. Often there is a strict division of areas for boys and girls, reinforced with pink
and blue colors; second, textbooks and workbooks contain gender stereotyped portrayals of boys
as active, brave and strong and girls as passive, calm and gentle, particularly when different
professions are displayed; the third form is reflected in teachers' speech, often with examples they
use during teaching, the way they speak, and in the use of exclusively male grammatical forms with
which they address all children. All of these unconsciously and unintentionally reinforce gender
stereotypes, generally putting girls in an unequal position. Our aim is to raise awareness of all three

forms of gender stereotyping.

Povzetek Zvezno drzavo Oaxaco zaznamujejo razlicni
druzbeni, politicni in ekonomski izzivi, kot so revscina (po
podatkih iz leta 2018 pod pragom revscine zivi 66,4 % oaxaskega
prebivalstva), rasizem, ki se odraza predvsem v diskriminaciji
staroselskih skupnosti, centralizacija ekonomskih dejavnosti v
velikih urbanih okoljih, korupcija, emigracija, otrosko delo in
nizka stopnja izobrazenosti. Prav Zenske so v vseh starostnih
skupinah najbolj izpostavljene razlicnim tveganjem, med njimi
tudi spolnemu nasilju in nasilnim smrtim. V Mehiki zaradi
femicida namre¢ vsak dan umre 11 Zensk oz. deklet; ve¢ kot
20.000 zensk pa je pogresanih. Glavni akterji podpore za Zenske
so razlicne oblike druzbenih gibanj in razlicne skupnosti, na
primer lokalne skupnosti ali »sestrstvag, torej skupnosti zensk s
podobnimi interesi. Zenska gibanja ponujajo posebne oblike
radikalnega izobrazevanja: feministicno izobrazevanje, katerega
temelji izhajajo iz del Paula Freireja (teorija radikalnega
ozavescanja), Ivana Illicha (radikalni pristop v navezavi z
anarhisti¢no tradicijo) in bell hooks (feministi¢ni komunalizem).
Le-to se zavzema za ozavescanje o druzbenih neenakostih,
vklju¢no z diskriminacijo na podlagi spola, ter spodbuja
enakopraven odnos do zensk in tradicionalno zatiranih skupin,
druzbeno odgovornost, alternativne vrednotne sisteme in
dejavno vlogo posameznic za doseganje sprememb, med drugim
tudi za krepitev moéi ensk.

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FEMINIST EDUCATIONAL PRACTICES IN OAXACA, MEXICO

Abstract The state of Oaxaca, Mexico is characterised by various social, political, and economic
challenges such as poverty (according to data from 2018, 66.4% of the Oaxacan population lives
below the poverty line), racism, which is mainly reflected in discrimination against indigenous
communities, the centralisation of economic activities in large urban environments, corruption,
emigration, child labour and low level of education. Women in all age groups are exposed to various
risks, including sexual violence and violent death. In Mexico, 11 women or girls die every day as a
result of femicide, and more than 20,000 women are missing. The main support women get is from
social movements and communities such as “sisterhoods,” made up of women with similar interests.
Women's movements offer several forms of social education: feminist education, which is based on
the work of Paulo Freire (radical awareness theory), Ivan Illich (radical approach in relation to the
anarchist tradition) and bell hooks (feminist communalism). Feminist education promotes equal
treatment of women and traditionally oppressed groups, social responsibility, and the active role of
individuals, including women's empowerment. While women's rights are being eroded, women's

social movements are achieving important victories.

THE HIDDEN CURRICULUM AND EPISTEMIC GENDER POSITIONING
IN EDUCATION AND RESEARCH SYSTEMS

Abstract As a result of conferred symbolic power, higher education plays an important role in the
constitution of gender power relations. An uncritical perception of gender inequality can result from
both formal and informal practices in the education system, closely intertwined with social
structuring. Asymmetric power relations between genders in higher education can be seen in
institutionalized language practices, which are predominantly characterized by the generic use of
male grammatical gender and gender binaries. We will examine the websites of the University of
Maribor and its members, which are used daily by teaching, research and professional staff, as well
as students, to analyze established language patterns that can be either an indicator of the state or
an indicator of changes in gender relations. Special attention is paid to the possibility of introducing
gender-inclusive language, which opens up the possibilities of equal subject positioning. We do not
limit ourselves to language practices that go beyond the androcentric linguistic code; we highlight
practices that effectively go beyond the gender binary and linguistically coded cisnormativity,
thereby enabling the recognition of gender plurality beyond the hegemonic binary gender structure.
We will propose possibilities for the epistemic inclusion of a social group of people who do not
identify within the gender binary in research and point out the challenges we face in creating a
gender-inclusive classroom. We strive to contribute to the equal epistemic gender positioning of all
patticipants in education and research.
